The Chair welcomed Christine to the meeting

Christine is Trust Manager for Welsh Chapels -Addoldai Cymru and gave a little history about their project and explained that they currently have 10 chapels in Wales.  The project is funded by Cadw. 
The Trust will be carrying out some refurbishment works both internally and externally on Carmel Chapel which will be commenced shortly. The chapel has been taken on a 25-year lease. They have also recently taken over Caebach Chapel in Llandrindod Wells.

Christine is hoping to set up a group – Friends of Carmel Chapel and is currently working on a tri-fold promotional information leaflet for circulation.

She reported that there were initially 6500 Non-Conformist chapels in Wales which has now reduced to around 1800. It is estimated that on average 3 chapels close each week.
