As
you may know from any experience you’ve had with other community
funds associated with onshore wind projects, the fund only becomes
available once the project is operational, and it isn’t a material
planning consideration. As such, there won’t be a huge amount of
detail on this until further into the project’s development. In terms of
the area of benefit, that isn’t determined yet, and is unlikely to be
until post-consent.
